2. The execution of the Subject of the Contract shall take place no later than .................... from the date of conclusion of this Contract and under the terms and conditions specified from time to time in detail herein. This deadline shall align with the one stipulated by the Contractor in the bid submitted during the Procedure.



The unit prices for Materials set out in the Quotation Form shall not be subject to change during the term of the Contract. 


The Contractor shall perform the subject of the Contract based on the prices specified in the in the Quotation Form.


All costs connected with the execution of the Contract, in particular costs for the purchase, storage and delivery of Materials, transport (domestic and foreign), insurance costs (domestic and foreign) and necessary for the execution of the Contract shall be borne by the Contractor. 

	1. For the avoidance of doubt, the Parties mutually confirm that, apart from the agreed remuneration for the proper implementation of the Contract, the Contracting Authority shall bear no obligation to make any supplementary payments to the Contractor, encompassing expenses, losses, costs, lost profits, claims, burdens, securities, or any form of public and legal charges, including customs liabilities, arising from the performance of the Contract




The Contractor warrants that the Materials supplied under the Contract shall be new, free from physical and legal defects, and that they are not subject to third-party rights that would prevent the execution of the Contract.


The Contractor shall provide a quality warranty for the Materials supplied in accordance with the manufacturer's quality warranty, which it shall deliver together with the Materials (if the manufacturer provides a quality warranty for the given Material). 


The Contractor shall provide such packaging of the Materials, required to prevent damage or deterioration of the Materials during transport to the place of delivery. 

	1. The Parties agree that the final destination for delivery of Materials shall be the seat of the Contracting Authority in Wrocław at ul. Stabłowicka 147, building 2, 54-066 Wrocław (receiving point for deliveries).

2. The delivery of the Materials encompasses not only the transportation but also the unloading from the means of transport and the delivery of the Materials, in their packaging, to the designated location as specified by the receiving party. The Parties agree that the delivery of the Materials shall take place on a Delivered Duty Paid (DDP) basis (Incoterms 2020).
3. The Contractor undertakes to supply the Contracting Authority only with Materials directly from their manufacturer.
4. The Contractor hereby declares that, at the time of conclusion of the Contract, it is not subjected to any form of exclusion from public procurement procedures or competitions, as outlined in Article 7(1) of the Law dated 13th April 2022 on Special Solutions to Counteract Supporting Aggression against Ukraine and to Protect National Security (hereinafter referred to as the "Exclusion"). If, at any point during the Contract, the Contractor becomes subject to Debarment based on any of the aforementioned grounds, the Contracting Authority reserves the right to promptly terminate the Contract due to the Contractor's fault. 



The Contractor shall be obliged to collect the defective Materials in respect of which a complaint has been made, within 7 days of receipt of the complaint. 


The Contractor shall monitor and notify in writing the Contracting Authority of any risks associated with the performance of the Contract. 

	


§5. Payments
1. The remuneration due to the Contractor for proper implementation of the subject of the Contract amounts to, according to the bid [...............] [currency – according to the submitted bid] net (say: ................), increased by due VAT, i.e. ...... 2. The basis for the payment of the price shall be the Acceptance Protocol drawn up by the Contracting Authority, confirming the correct execution of the subject of the Contract (unqualified Acceptance Protocol – without comments). Should the Contracting Authority raise the reservations referred to in §4(2)(2) or 4(2)(3) of the Contract, the invoice payment deadline shall be postponed by the time waiting for the Contractor to rectify the irregularities pursuant to §4(4) of the Contract, and the Contractor shall not have any claims towards the Contracting Authority on account of the postponement of the payment deadline for this reason. 
3. The remuneration referred to in paragraph 1 of this section shall be paid to the Contractor's bank account number indicated in the VAT invoice, provided that, if required by law, the bank account is registered in the list of entities registered as VAT taxpayers, unregistered and deleted and restored to the VAT register, maintained by the Head of the National Revenue Administration (the so-called "VAT White List") (hereinafter referred to as the "VAT White List").
4. If the bank account indicated in the VAT invoice is not included in the VAT White List, the Contractor authorizes the Contracting Authority to withhold payment of the remuneration until a VAT invoice is issued that includes the bank account included in the VAT White List, unless the Contractor proves that it should not be included the VAT White List (e.g. because it is not an active VAT taxpayer).
5. If the remuneration should be paid using the split payment mechanism, the Contractor undertakes to include the words "split payment mechanism" on the VAT invoice.
6. If, in accordance with legal regulations, the remuneration should be paid using the split payment mechanism and the Contractor has not included the note referred to in item 5 in the VAT invoice, the Contractor authorizes the Contracting Authority to withhold the payment of remuneration until the VAT invoice has been correctly issued. 11. The Contractor undertakes to inform the Contracting Authority immediately of any change in its tax status, no later than one working day after such change. 
12. The Contractor agrees to pay all direct and indirect damages (including lost profits) that the Contracting Authority incurs as a result of being misled about the Contractor's tax status.
13. The Contractor authorizes the Contracting Authority to withhold the payment of the Contractor's remuneration in the part corresponding to the amount of VAT if the Contracting Authority finds out that the Contractor is not indicated as an active VAT taxpayer on the web pages of the Ministry of Finance, despite the fact that the Contractor declared that it is an active VAT taxpayer – until the moment when the Contracting Authority receives a current (issued not earlier than 14 days before submitting to the Contracting Authority) certificate from the Tax Office stating that the Contractor is an active VAT taxpayer.
14. The Contractor undertakes to return the remuneration paid by the Contracting Authority in the part corresponding to the amount of VAT, if the Contracting Authority finds out that on the day of issuing the VAT invoice or payment of remuneration the Contractor was not indicated on the website of the Ministry of Finance as an active VAT taxpayer.
15. The provisions of the act of 09.11.2018 on electronic invoicing in public procurement, concessions for works or services and public-private partnerships shall apply to the submission of structured electronic invoices. The Contracting Authority, as the recipient, accepts the Contractor's use of electronic invoices, which shall be sent to the Contracting Authority's address: e-faktury@port.lukasiewicz.gov.pl. 
16. The Contractor declares to have the status of a micro-entrepreneur / small entrepreneur / medium entrepreneur / large entrepreneur within the meaning of the Act of 8 March 2013 on counteracting excessive delays in commercial transactions. 
17. The Contracting Authority declares that it has the status of a large entrepreneur within the meaning the Act of 8 March 2013 on prevention of excessive delays in commercial transactions.
18. The Contractor's remuneration shall be financed from the funding sources indicated in Appendix 4 to this Contract.
	§6. Withdrawal from the Contract and liquidated damages
1. Notwithstanding other contractual and statutory rights, the Contracting Authority shall be entitled to withdraw from the Contract with immediate effect (pursuant to Article 492 of the Civil Code) in the event of:
1) a delay in the delivery of the Materials in relation to the deadline specified in §1(3) of the Contract in excess of 7 days (without prior notice), unless the Materials have been delivered with defects, in which case the Contracting Authority shall be entitled to withdraw from the Contract pursuant to §4(4) of the Contract;
2) breach of other provisions of the Contract by the Contractor and failure to remedy this breach within 5 (say: five) working days of the Contractor's receipt of a request to remedy this breach, sent electronically (to the e-mail address indicated in §7(2) or in writing). 
2. In the cases referred to in paragraph 1, withdrawal from the Contract shall be effected by the Contracting Authority making a declaration of withdrawal, in writing, or electronically to the e-mail address referred to in §7(2). 
3. The Contracting Authority may require the Contractor to pay liquidated damages in the following cases:
1) In the event that the Contractor fails to meet the delivery deadline mentioned in §1(3) of the Contract, the Contracting Authority reserves the right to impose a contractual penalty on the Contractor, equivalent to 0.4% of the total gross price for the Materials specified in §5(1), for each day of delay or part thereof, 
2) If the Contractor fails to fulfil claims under the warranty or guarantee within the agreed timeframe, the Contracting Authority has the right to require the Contractor to pay a contractual penalty equivalent to 0.4% of the total gross price for the Materials mentioned in §5(1), for each day of delay or part thereof,
3) In the event that the Contracting Authority withdraws from the Contract for reasons attributable to the Contractor or in the event that the Contractor withdraws from the Contract without fault on the part of the Contracting Authority, the Contracting Authority shall be entitled to require the Contractor to pay a contractual penalty amounting to 20% of the total gross price for the materials referred to in §5(1).
4. Payment of the liquidated damages referred to in paragraph 3 of this section shall not deprive the Contracting Authority of the right to claim compensation in an amount exceeding the amount of the liquidated damages under general rules.
5. The Contracting Authority retains the authority to offset the liquidated damages owed by the Contractor, as stipulated in the Contract, from the remuneration payable to the Contractor for the delivery of the Contract's subject matter, and the Contractor hereby consents to this arrangement.
6. Liquidated damages referred to in paragraph 3 shall be aggregated. The total amount of the liquidated damages imposed on the Contractor shall not exceed 20% of the maximum gross remuneration of the Contract referred to in §5(1).

	§7. Communication
1. All statements and correspondence directed to either Party in relation to or in connection with the Contract, which cannot be transmitted electronically, shall be delivered in person, sent via post or courier to the respective Party at the address specified in the Contract or at the designated correspondence address provided in writing for such purposes.
2. Persons responsible for the execution of the Contract shall be:

§8. Confidential information and protection of personal data
1. The Contractor is obligated to make every reasonable effort to ensure that their directors, officers, employees, subcontractors, contractors, subsidiaries, and parent companies maintain the confidentiality of any information that could be deemed a trade secret of the Contracting Authority including all technical, technological, commercial, financial, and organizational information, documentation, processes, designs, know-how, and any other unpublished information provided directly or indirectly to them by the Contracting Authority.
2. The information referred to in paragraph 1 shall not be disclosed to third par-ties without the written consent of the Contracting Authority, unless such information has already been published. 
The Contractor, acting on behalf of the Ordering Party, commits to comply with the information obligation as stipulated in Article 13 or 14 of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/46/EC (General Data Protection Regulation). This compliance specifically pertains to the Contractor's employees or co-workers who are involved in the execution of this Contract on behalf of the Contractor and whose personal data, in relation to the Contract's performance, is processed by the Contracting Authority. The information form on the principles of personal data processing by the Contracting Authority is attached as Appendix 3 to the Contract.

§9. Changes to the Contract
1. Unless explicitly stated otherwise in the Contract, any modifications or supplements to the Contract's provisions must be made in writing; otherwise, they shall be deemed null and void. 
2. In addition to the cases stipulated by law, the Parties provide for the following possibility of amending the Contract:
1) in the event of stoppages or delays caused by the Contracting Authority, directly affecting the timely completion of the subject of the Contract the Contracting Authority, directly affecting the timely execution of the subject matter of the Contract, causing a change in the deadline for its execution, in such a case, §1(3) of the Contract shall be amended in such a way that the term of the Contract shall be prolonged maximum by the period of downtime and delays and possible consequences of such delays.
2) in the event of force majeure directly affecting the timely performance of the subject of the Contract, resulting in a change in the deadline for its execution – in such a case, §1(3) of the Contract shall be amended in such a manner that the term of the Contract shall be prolonged by no more than the duration of the force majeure event and its consequences and its consequences;
3) if the Contractor encounters delays or hindrances caused by administrative authorities, particularly due to refusal or delayed issuance of required decisions, permits, or arrangements by such authorities or other entities, for reasons beyond the Contractor's control, the provision in §1(3) of the Contract shall be modified accordingly, extending the Contract's duration to accommodate the prolongation of these procedures and their effects. 
4) due to other external reasons beyond the control of the Contracting Authority or the Contractor, resulting in the impossibility of timely performance of the Contract in such a case, the provision of §1(3) of the Contract shall be amended in such a way that the term of the Contract shall be accordingly prolonged by the period of occurrence of such causes and the duration of their effects;
5) in the event of changes to European Union or national law national law, resulting in the necessity to adapt the documentation or the provisions of the Contract to changes in the aforementioned regulations which occurred in the course of the implementation of the Contract, including in particular a change in the VAT rate – in such a case, the Parties will be able to make amendments to the Contract taking into account the adequate impact of these circumstances (changes in regulations, agreements, guidelines) on the performance of the Contract;
6) as regards changing the parameters of Materials in the event of discontinuation of production of a particular type of Material, the introduction of a new generation or a new model (i.e. a replacement/equivalent). The replacement/equivalent supplied must meet at least all the requirements set out in this Contract and in the Annexes to the Contract or exceed them, provided that the replacement/equivalent must be from the same manufacturer as that originally offered in the tender. The prerequisite for such an amendment to the Contract shall also be that there is no increase in the price of the Material and the value of the Contract in compared to the original value presented in the Contractor's bid. The quantities of Materials so ordered must be identical to the quantities resulting from the Contract;
7) in the event that the manufacturer changes part numbers of materials, with the proviso that there shall be no change in the price and value of the Contract to a higher level. The delivered subject of the Contract must meet at least all the requirements specified in this Contract and in the Annexes or exceed them.
	§10. Force majeure
Force majeure refers to an unforeseeable, extraordinary event beyond the control of a Party, occurring after the Contract's conclusion, which is impossible to prevent and hinders the reasonable fulfilment of obligations by one of the Parties. Examples of such events include wars, riots, terrorist attacks, revolutions, fires, epidemics, transport embargoes, officially declared general strikes in relevant industries, and natural disasters.

	§11. Final provisions
1. The individuals signing the Contract confirm that they possess the authority to sign and make declarations of intent on behalf of the Party they represent, and that this authority remains valid as of the date of the Contract's conclusion.
2. Any disputes arising in connection with the performance of the Contract shall be settled by the court having jurisdiction at the registered office of the Contracting Authority. 
3. The Contract shall be governed by Polish law. To the extent not regulated by the provisions of this Contract, the provisions of the Act of 23 April 1964 shall apply in particular – Civil Code and the Act of 11 September 2019 – Public Procurement Law. 
4. In the context of this Contract, the term 'working days' (whichever is applicable) shall refer to weekdays from Monday to Friday, excluding public holidays observed in the Republic of Poland. 
5. Without the prior written consent of the Contracting Authority, given on pain of nullity, any transfer by the Contractor of the rights and obligations set out in this Contract to third parties is prohibited.
6. In the event that individual provisions of the Contract are or become ineffective, invalid or unenforceable, this shall not affect the effectiveness 
validity or enforceability of the remaining provisions of the Contract. The Parties to the Contract will then co-operate to replace the ineffective, invalid or unenforceable provision with another suitable to achieve the intended result.  
The filling of any omissions or gaps in the Contract will be carried out in a similar manner.

e) entities providing maintenance or support of IT systems used by the Controller, entities providing hosting services, etc.;
f) courier and postal companies etc.
7. Your personal data may also be potentially disclosed by way of access to public information.
8. Your personal data shall not be transferred to third countries or international organisations. If this is the case, we will inform you separately. However, this does not apply to the transfer for the purpose of implementing and accounting for grants, subsidies, scientific programmes, etc. funded from the budget of the European Union, to which the data may be transferred by the Controller to the extent necessary for the implementation of obligations and proper spending of public funds.
9. With regard to your personal data, decisions will not be taken by automated means. There will be also no profiling on their basis.
10. In order to exercise your rights, please contact the Controller by e-mail at the above-mentioned contact details of the Data Protection Officer. You have the right:
a) of access to the personal data provided;
b) as a rule, to rectify or supplement the personal data provided. We further inform you that: the exercise of the right to rectify or supplement one's personal data by the data subject may not result in changing the outcome of the public procurement procedure or in changing the provisions of the public Contract to the extent incompatible with the Public Procurement Law (Article 19(2) of the Public Procurement Law);
c) as a rule, to request the restriction of personal data processing. We would like to inform you additionally that: in a procurement procedure, the submission of a request for restriction of processing does not restrict the processing of personal data until the end of that procedure (Article 19(3) of the Public Procurement Law);
d) to lodge a complaint to the President of the Personal Data Protection Authority regarding the processing of data by the Controller;
e) as a rule, to data erasure (‘right to be forgotten’). However, we would like to inform you that the right to data erasure (right to be forgotten), to the extent designated by Article 17(3)(b), (d) or (e) of the GDPR, does not apply to you as long as the basis for the processing of your data is Article 6(1)(c) of the GDPR (it is limited due to the fact that the processing is carried out for purposes arising from the law – the Contracting Authority must process the data lawfully);
f) as a rule, to portability of personal data. However, we inform you that: this right does not apply to processing necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest and is restricted in this procedure (Article 20(3) of the GDPR);
g) as a rule, to object to the processing of personal data. We further inform you that: as long as the basis for the processing of your data is Article 6(1) (c) (or alternatively: (b)) of the GDPR, you unfortunately do not have the right to object (Article 21 (1) of the GDPR);
h) to withdraw your freely given consent to processing at any time – if processing is based on the consent. The withdrawal of this consent does not affect the existing processing on this basis before the withdrawal. As a rule, in these proceedings your data will not be processed on the basis of your consent, so this right does not apply in principle.
We would like to point out that the provisions of law and the nature of proceedings conducted on the basis of the provisions of the Public Procurement Law may result, in specific cases, in further limitations to your rights.
